JANUARY 
THE JANUARY CHALLENGE 
Each year, thousands of people take part in 64 Million Artists’ 31 days of 
free creative challenges. The January Challenge takes place across 
social media and promotes creativity, peer support and wellbeing. This is a 
great way to start your year at work or otherwise. 

FEBRUARY 
LGBT+ HISTORY MONTH 
Promoting equality and diversity for the benefit of the public. Increasing 
the visibility of lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender (“LGBT”) people, 
their history, lives and their experiences in the curriculum and culture of 
educational and other institutions, and the wider community. Find out 
more about LGBT+ History Month. 

MARCH 
BRITISH SCIENCE WEEK 
The British Science Association runs British Science Week every March, 
and welcomes involvement from anyone interested in science and local 
events. As a Fun Palace Maker, you might want to link with a local BSA 
branch, join in with their events and invite them to contribute to yours. This 
year's dates are 7th - 16th March 2025.

The Big Lunch calls on communities to take part in the UK's annual get- 
together for neighbours by hosting their own Big Lunch. Organising a Big 
Lunch with your community is a great way to start some conversations 
about your Fun Palace – who knows what you can come up with over 
lunch?

SEPTEMBER 
HERITAGE OPEN DAYS 

Heritage Open Days is England's largest festival of history and culture. 
Every year places across the country open their doors to celebrate their 
heritage, community and history. See hidden places and try out new 
experiences. Heritage Open Days 2025 will be 12th - 21st September. Check 
out the English Heritage Open Days website to find out how you can get 
involved.  In Scotland they have Doors Open Days, in Wales they have 
Open Doors and Northern Ireland has European Open Days - all take 
place in September.
